We also will work 
to match employers with the skilled workers they need. And it all happens at the career expo." 
 
More than 20 employers have registered already for the expo which will be held from 11 a.m. to 3 p.m. at State 
Fair Park Expo Center. They include Quad Graphics, Time Warner Cable, Aurora Health Care and Generac 
Power Systems. The jobs available include opportunities in manufacturing, such as a maintenance electrician 
position paying up to $27.60 an hour, or maintenance mechanic, up to $25.55 an hour. Employers also are 
looking to hire registered nurses, administrative associates, truck drivers and sale representatives. 
 
Career Expos are part of Governor Walker's comprehensive strategies to keep Wisconsin moving forward, 
strategies he updated in January with his Blueprint for Prosperity to build on successful efforts the past three 
years. The first DWD sponsored career expo was the Milwaukee Manufacturing Career Expo, also at State Fair 
Park, on May 10, 2012.
