In-person field
experiences are required to establish your classroom skills and
interactions with varying age levels and disabilities.

Your studies in special education include a solid liberal arts
foundation, a Christian emphasis, and specialized coursework
that gives you the confidence and experience to teach, lead,
and mentor K-12 students with a wide variety of special needs.
