« Distal disabillities deducted from proximal disabilities
before applying % rating for proximal disability

 Scheduled disabilities deducted from unscheduled
disabilities
o Pre-existing conditions do not apply

o Multipliers are not deducted

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Apportionment

« For two (2) or more distinct injuries, liability apportioned
according to proof of relative contribution to disability

from each injury

« Disability caused by other factors, before or after disabling
work injury, can be deducted

* Traumatic injuries only
